Tip #1: Wrapping paper appeared in the top ten for the first time.

Most wrapping paper is designed for single use only.
The fibres found in cheaper types of paper aren’t
strong enough to recycle and wrapping paper is often
dyed or laminated and can also contain non-paper
additives such as gold and silver colouring, glitter and
plastics, which mean it can’t be recycled.
Using alternatives such as brown kraft paper,
newspaper, reusable fabric wraps and boxes are all
suitable replacements and you can spruce them up
with twine and ribbon or even print or draw your own
designs on them. The key is moving to long-lasting
fabric or material that can be used more than once.
